3. CCC NEWS

** Ch-ch-ch-changes afoot with CCC **

With the start of a new year, and under the guidance of new Board members, come several changes to the way you will interact with Capitol City Communicators, and the key changes are described in detail below. 

**Changes in the cost of memberships and lunches **

CCC has not raised its membership dues or lunch fees since the organization was founded more than a decade ago. But just like the rest of us, the things CCC has to pay for just keep getting more expensive. For example, this year the Doubetree Hotel has raised the per-plate cost of our lunches, adding to other incremental charges that have crept in. Starting in September there will be new prices: lunches will now be $15 for members and $18 for non-members (up from $13 and $16). The next time membership renewal comes up it will cost $50 a year (up from $40). We’re looking forward to going another decade before we have to talk about prices again. 

** Changes in the way CCC accepts credit cards **

If you’re the sort of person who pays with cash or check, then nothing will change. But credit card users should note that the hotel won’t be processing transactions for us anymore. Your new preferred form of payment is via PayPal in advance of the meeting, which you can do by visiting http://63.247.135.176/~cccboise/calendar_pay.php. 

** Changes to the Web site **

New CCC Board member Cheryl Flinn has been toiling away with other Board members to complete a redesign of our Web site, and the changes are far from simply cosmetic. CCC members will be able to use the site to interact more directly with the organization, starting with submitting payments for luncheons using our new connection to PayPal, and other benefits that we’ll explain in greater detail over the coming months. There will be an online RSVP area, but for the September meeting we’re asking people to RSVP directly to new membership Vice President Gemma Utting at gemma@compasswise.com.
